We hope as we turn over copies of records we can have further conversations with communities about ownership, access and control of their data in these records going forward.  

There are several policies that we have identified needing to review, revise or create –we have already started to work with respect to implementation of UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous People, the Steering Committee on Canada’s Archives Response to the Truth and Reconciliation Taskforce, the work done by the First Nations Information Governance Centre, ITK’s National Strategy on Research, we are benefitting in undertaking this work by all the incredible work done by so many in this field. Allies in this work remind us that addressing the many colonial biases and assumptions in recordkeeping and archival practice is long-term and we are committed to hearing from survivors, communities and our partners about how we can continue to and improve support for this work.
